Summer safety

and health
Summer time is now here.  Here are some tips
for an active, healthy and happy summer break:

1. Protect your child from the heat and
sunburn.   Limit sun exposure when possible,
particularly during peak hours of 10 AM to 4
PM.  Check your child’s shadow. If it’s longer
than they are, then it is safe to be outdoors.
But if it’s shorter or nonexistent, you might
want to keep them inside awhile.When your
child is going to be in the sun, provide a
water-resistant or waterproof sunscreen with
an SPF of 15 or higher and apply liberally,
uniformly and thickly to all exposed skin
surfaces.  Encourage your child to wear
lightweight, light colored, loose-fitting clothing
particularly on hot and humid days.

2. Encourage your child to be active in
physical activities that interest him/her .
Help your child choose an activity such as
walking, basketball, or bike riding, and
encourage one hour of exercise per day.  Set
reasonable rules and guidelines for computer
use and Internet safety.  Monitor your child’s
compliance with these rules, especially when
it comes to the amount of time your child
spends on the computer.

3. Ensure that your child is never left
unsupervised around water .   Teach your
child to swim, but remember that younger
children shouldn’t be left unsupervised around
water even if they know how to swim.  Don’t
allow running or rough play around the water.

4. Enjoy summer activities with safety in
mind.   Wear a helmet and other safety gear
when biking, skating, skateboarding, riding
scooters and horses.  During picnics and
family cookouts, wash hands well and often
with soap and water, especially after using
the bathroom and before cooking or eating.
